New Orleans service trip 

What a difference one week can make! Ten university 
students, one Syracuse community member, and Protestant 
Chaplain returned to New Orleans for second trip to 
continue the work we began a year earlier. Over seven 
days, we gutted homes that had been drowned in 20-feet 
of standing water, salvaged a few personal belongings, 
stripped mold covered sheetrock and insulation, and 
ultimately reduced homes to their foundations and wooden 
skeletons. We once again returned to Syracuse changed 
people. The one piece of wisdom we returned with is that it 
takes a lot more discipline to be altruistic than it appears. 
The immediate benefit for us was not seen. We had to 
remind ourselves of the bigger picture; the relief for the 
victims of having one less task to complete was still there, regardless if we were there to receive 
the thanks. We gained an appreciation for the principle of humanitarian work, and it has ultimately 
made us a better humanitarians. 

Call Me Malcolm 
 
Due to societal restraints, being out as transgender is not always easy, but it’s 
also the only way to educate others about gender identity and expression. We 

know from stories that we hear that people 
who know someone who is transgender are far more likely to 
support equal rights for all people regardless of their gender 
identity. The Protestant Campus Ministry and the Lesbian, 
Gay, Bisexual, Transgender Resource Center at Syracuse 
University teamed up in November to sponsor a Transgender 
Remembrance Service in which we read all the names that had 
been murdered because of gender identity. We also featured 
transgender clergyperson Malcolm Himschoot. We also held a 
campus wide film screening of the film “Call Me Malcolm” and 
Malcolm was our guest for a Q&A session and reception. 

Three Faiths One Humanity:
Interfaith Study Trip to Turkey 
A diverse group of Syracuse University students 
from different faith traditions spent their Spring 
Break in a unique way - by traveling to Turkey to 
study how Muslim, Christian and Jewish peoples 
have co-existed in the region throughout history 
and continue to today. The trip was conceived by 
Syracuse University’s Hendricks Chapel along with 
leadership from the Protestant Campus Ministry, 
Hillel at Syracuse University, and Muslim Chaplaincy. 
The purpose of the trip was to put a human face on 
the issues of how diverse faith communities have 
historically shared and continue to share life together. 
On campus and beyond, our hope is that our 
experience will increase awareness of the three faith 
traditions’ contemporary issues and spark renewed 
dialogue towards understanding and cooperation Garret Pustay, a Christian student participating in 
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the travel experience said, “Since coming to Turkey, my eyes have been opened to many different 
things. I have realized firsthand that it is possible for three religious traditions to live in harmony 
with one another. This is especially important in a country that is predominantly of one religious 
tradition. Of course there are tensions amongst the three, but one must remember that you will 
see such tension no matter where you go. I have realized that as a Christian I have much more in 
common with my fellow Jewish and Muslim friends then I ever realized. Coming to Turkey made me 
realize that though I may practice my religion differently than the other traditions; I believe that 
we have much in common. Unfortunately this seems to get lost in everyday conversation. That is 
why, I believe, that interfaith dialogue is so crucial. It is in my view that without such dialogue we 
will all develop misconceptions that we will carry with us no matter where we go.”
